Are you running for a Lodge Office? 

 Did you know your Lodge is run be young men 

under the age of 21 year old?  They are your LEC 

(Lodge Executive Committee) They are your 

brothers and they are elected by you at the Saturday 

night Business meeting. They are your Lodge Chief, 

Vice Chief of Chapters, Vice Chief of Membership, 

Lodge Treasurer and Lodge Secretary.   If you want 

to run for one of these LEC positions it is required 

that you must contact the Lodge Adviser and talk 

about the position you wish to run for.  Normally 

this is done at the Ordeal weekend.  This year we 

will have to make a couple adjustments to the 

process.  I will be at Philmont Scout Camp taking 

training to learn how to be a better Lodge 

Adviser.  So I will not be at the weekend.  You can 

call or email me before May 22 or you can talk to 

Chris Gorski Associate Lodge Adviser to Chapters 

during the weekend., prior to the 

elections.  Remember if you run for a office and get 

elected by your brother you will be expected to 

fulfilling your duties.  Attending lodge meetings, 

work weekends and helping the Lodge chief.

Why mess with tradition? 

 
 

Recently it was brought to my attention that a scout 

wanted to know why he was being informed of his 

selection to OA and not surprised at the call out like 

his big brother. As past Lodge Adviser I was 

involved in making 

that decision based 

on a bulletin from National Headquarters. National 

issues these bulletins to take best practices and 

improve or maintain the order by using them 

wherever they will benefit scouting. One of the 

topics discussed in May of 2008 Bulletin was Unit 

Elections and how to notify scouts so that they 

could be available to attend the inductions. Text 

from the actual bulletin is included for your review. 

 

 ñMost troops and teams have found that the 

results should be announced immediately after 

the election. The benefit here is that the Scout 

does not have to stew over whether or not he was 

elected. Early announcement of results also helps 

ensure families plan as soon as possible to have 

their Scout available for the Ordeal weekend. 

The call out can occur later.  

 

This procedure has been tried and tested. It 

produces 50 to 100% better election resultséò 

 

It is important to note that our induction rate from 

those elected was 54% last year and right around 50% 

for the last several years. A good part of that is how 

close call out was to spring ordeal and no chance for 

parents to plan because they did not know ahead of 

the call out. The top leadership of Manitous lodge 

agreed that we should align with National stance on 

this issue and try to secure more members by 

notifying all of the results at each election.
